The Society of Illustrators invites all publishers and artists 
in the Children’s Book field to submit to the 26th Annual 
Exhibition of “The Original Art.” Founded by Dilys Evans 
in 1980 to “Celebrate the Fine Art of Children’s Book 
Illustration.” This exhibition has been sponsored by the 
Society of Illustrators for the past 16 years.

The selection process will be by a jury of outstanding 
illustrators, art directors and editors in the field of children’s 
book publishing. They will choose the selected books and 
decide on Gold and Silver Medal recipients. Jurying is 
anonymous and there is a limit to the number of books any 
one artist may have accepted.

ELIGIBILITY
*All entries must be published in the U.S. to be eligible for this 
year’s exhibition. Books printed overseas are eligible.
*2005 and 2006 copyright books AND folded and gathered 
sheets with a 2006 copyright will be accepted.
*Eligible books: Picture Books, Young Adult and other 
illustrated books whose prime market is 12 years and younger. 
*Chapter/Young Adult Books must have at least eight full 
images. No Jackets only. No Textbooks.
*Only illustrated books (traditional or digital media) are 
eligible. No photographic books.

AWARDS
*Gold and Silver Medals chosen by the jury. 
*Lifetime Achievement Award selected by a Blue Ribbon Panel.  
*Founder’s Award presented for the best new talent.

Submit bound printed books ONLY. Entry material will not be 
returned. All entries will be donated to appropriate charities. 
List available upon request.
Complete all the information on the entry form and tape the 
entry form to the back of the book. Artists’ addresses, 
not c/o publisher or representative, are required.

JURY
MOLLY BANG has written and/or illustrated over 30 books 
for children and has won various awards including three 
Caldecott Honor Awards, a Boston Globe/Horn Book 
Award and the Giverney Award for the best science picture 
book. She has written one adult book, Picture This, about 
how picture structure causes us to feel specific feelings. It 
is easy and basic and shows how pictures work.

BRYAN COLLIER grew up in Pocomoke City, Maryland. He 
earned a B.F.A. in 1989 from Pratt Institute. He is director of 
the Harlem Horizon Art Studio, a studio for children in the 
Harlem community. His first book, Uptown, won the Coretta 
Scott King Award for illustration and the Ezra Jack Keats 
New Illustration Award. He also received a Caldecott Honor 
for Martin’s Big Words and Rosa. Bryan now lives in Harlem 
with his wife and 3-year old daughter. 

DIANE DILLON has been illustrating with her husband, Leo, 
for four decades. They are primarily known for their 
science fiction fantasy and children’s picture book work. 
They have received a Hugo for science fiction and two 
Caldecott Medals for the picture books.

MORDECAI GERSTEIN was born in Los Angeles and 
attended the Chouinard Institute of Art. He began 
working in animated film and moved to New York City 
where he began to illustrate books for children in 1970, and 
then moved on to also write children’s books in 1983.  He 
now lives in western Massachussetts with his wife, Susan, 
and daughter Risa.

WENDY LUKEHART is the coordinator of Youth Collections 
at the District of Columbia Public Library. Her participation 
in a variety of organizations includes serving on the 1997 
Caldecott Committee and the 2007 Sibert Committee. She 
also writes articles and reviews for School Library Journal.

DEBBIE PETTID is the co-owner of The Reading Reptile, 
a community-oriented children’s bookstore in Kansas City, 
Missouri. The Reading Reptile was the winner of the 2005 
Lucille Panell Award for excellence in children’s bookselling.
